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By public transport 
 
From the airport to Railway Station Rotterdam Central 
From Railway Station Schiphol (Airport Amsterdam) it takes approximately 50 minutes by train to Railway 
Station Rotterdam Central. You can buy train tickets at the Schiphol Railway Station for the amount of  
€ 10,80 (one way). 
There is also the possibility to take the High Speed FYRA train which takes you to Railway Station 
Rotterdam Central in 30 minutes. A surcharge of € 6 applies for this train. The trains to Rotterdam all 
depart from platform 5-6. Find train fares, how to buy a ticket and a travel schedule at the website of the 
Dutch Railway. 
 
From Rotterdam Airport Zestienhoven it takes approximately 20 minutes by bus (line 33 and 41) to 
Railway Station Rotterdam Central. Find a travel schedule and bus fares at the website of Rotterdam 
Airport. 
 
 
From Railway Station Rotterdam Central to the SS De Rotterdam (meeting & hotel venue)  
- From Rotterdam Central Station take the metro direction Slinge or Spijkenisse (Erasmuslijn/ 

lightblue). Get off at stop Rijnhaven.  
-  At Rijnhaven take bus 77 direction Katendrechtse Hoofd. Get off at Katendrechtse Straat. 

Within a 5-minute walk you arrive at the SS De Rotterdam. (The total trip will take approximately

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By taxi 
From Railway Station Rotterdam Central you can take a taxi to the SS DE Rotterdam. The costs depend 
on the departure time (e.g. rush hour) and will be probably € 15 till € 20.  
A taxi drive from Rotterdam Central Railway Station to the SS DE Rotterdam takes about 20 minutes.

From direction Amsterdam/The Hague 

 From the A13 junction Kleinpolderplein follow direction Centrum 
 After 1,5 km take the exit Centrum (exit 14) 
 After 350 m take the first turn at the roundabout (Gordelbrug) direction Centrum 
 After 1,9 km take the second turn (straight ahead) at the roundabout (Coolsingel) 
 Follow this road for 3 km 
 Across the Erasmus Bridge, turn right at the third traffic lights (at the police station) 
 You are now entering the Maashaven, drive straight ahead until you arrive at the parking lot on 

the wharf 
 
From direction Utrecht 

 From the A20 at Terbrechtseplein follow direction Dordrecht A16 
 After 3,2 km keep right at the A16 direction Ring Rotterdam 
 After 4,1 km take the exit Feyenoord (exit 24) 
 After 1,6 km take the first turn at the roundabout (Stadionweg) 
 Straight ahead until you reach the Erasmus Bridge and turn left at the traffic lights 
 Across the Erasmus Bridge, turn right at the third traffic lights (at the police station) 
 You are now entering the Maashaven, drive straight ahead until you arrive at the parking lot on 

the wharf 
 
From the south 

 From the A29 junction Vaanplein follow direction Rotterdam Zuidplein/Ahoy 
 After 3,4 km turn right at the Stevelsweg 
 After 150 m turn left at the Dordtselaan (second big intersection) 
 After 1,3 km turn left at the traffic lights  
 You are now entering the Maashaven, drive straight ahead until you arrive at the parking lot on 

the wharf 
 
Parking 
There are approximately 600 parking spaces available in front of the SS Rotterdam. 
Day ticket: € 15, Charge per hour: € 3. Parking tickets can be bought at the hotel reception desk, 
customer service desk and at the machines at the parking lot.
